I am writing you to let you know that I strongly oppose any effort to situate an LNG terminal on Outer Brewster Island. The United States has thrived with four LNG facilities serving the enire nation for the past 20 years. While our region’s energy needs are undoubtedly on the rise, shouldn’t we understand those needs before rushing to sell our precious natural resources to companies seeking fast profits at our expense?

An AES LNG terminal on Outer Brewster would: 

· Irreparably destroy natural habitat and marine wildlife, including the harbor’s only major seal population, on and surrounding Outer Brewster Island while destroying a National Park, meant to be preserved for all and not sold for short-term interests; 

· Have permanent, adverse economic impact on fishermen, lobstermen and recreational companies whose livelihood depends upon the health of waters surrounding the island;
